While the
San Antonio Food Bank currently provides several training programs in partnership with local agencies for individuals in
the culinary and warehousing industries along with job assistance and job readiness services, people obtaining
assistance at the Food Bank may not be connected to and/or aware of additional workforce services provided through
the local workforce system. Integrating services provided by the San Antonio Food Bank with Workforce Solutions
Alamo’s onsite career center allows for a deeper leveraging of resources to meet the needs of community members who
are unemployed or underemployed — meeting clients where they are at.

In 2022, Workforce Solutions Alamo was able to collect more than 1,200 pounds of food in support of the local
community. Area businesses and residents are encouraged to donate to neighbors in need throughout the month of
January at any Workforce Solutions Alamo Career Center location or directly to the San Antonio Food Bank.
